BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: 


The City of East Moline has requested Rock Island County to improve County Highway 4 (Barstow Road) from the east edge of Illinois Route 5 easterly to the west edge of the B.N. & S.F. railroad crossing, and to transfer jurisdiction and maintenance obligations to the City of East Moline. Fire Registration – False Alarm Fee

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: 
The East Moline Fire Department responds to approximately 150 false alarm calls a year.  Several occupancies have alarm systems that malfunction and are not repaired in a timely manner.  To assist in gaining compliance with the Fire Departments order to make repairs to existing alarm systems we are proposing the City adopt an ordinance regulating fire alarms.  The proposed ordinance is attached for your review.

The ordinance would allow for one (1) false alarm (system malfunction) a fiscal year and establish a penalty of a $150.00 service charge per false alarm (system malfunction) for each alarm thereafter during the same fiscal year.

Additionally, the ordinance would require the owner of any facility with an alarm system to have provision for a representative key holder to respond to all activated alarms within thirty- (30) minutes of notification.  Failure to respond within the 30-minutes would result in a separate violation with a $50.00 penalty.

The proposed ordinance is similar to existing ordinances in neighboring municipalities.
RECOMMENDATION:   Adopt a False Fire Alarm Ordinance for the City of East Moline.

BUDGET IMPACT: The amount of revenue is uncertain however based on the history of false alarms the revenue potential is approximately $11,000.00 per year.   It is expected that facilities will take corrective action to address problems with their alarms thereby reducing their penalties and City revenue.  

If this occurs the Fire Department will realize some expenditure savings for fuel and equipment maintenance and will have reduced liability exposure from vehicular accidents.

Protective Equipment Grant

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: 


The East Moline Fire Department applied for and received a FEMA, Assistance to Fire Fighters Grant in the amount of $39,000 for the purpose of replacing twenty-six (26) sets of protective “turn-out” equipment.  

The Fire Department appointed a committee to evaluate existing protective equipment and develop specifications for the replacement equipment in compliance with National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) Standard 1971, (2007 revision). The committee has completed this phase of their work and we are now prepared to present specifications to prospective bidders in accordance with the City of East Moline Purchasing Policy.  

RECOMMENDATION:   Authorize the Fire Department to advertise for, and solicit sealed bids to be opened by the City Clerk or her designee at City Hall at 9:00 AM on Monday, August 20, 2007.   

BUDGET IMPACT:  90/10 Cost share grant.   The City will receive $35,100.00 in Federal Grant Funds and expend $3,900.00 from the Fire Protection Funds– Departmental Projects Line for a total o $39,000.00

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION: 
The Cities of Moline and Rock Island participate in an administrative hearing officer system administered by Bi-State. The system allows for the adjudication of municipal ordinance violations through a hearing officer system, which is separate from the Circuit Court. This system could be used for all ordinance violations including building code violations, fire inspection violations, vicious animals, abandoned vehicles, and other code violations handled by the Police Department.  The program has proven successful and should provide East Moline a more efficient system in the prosecution of municipal code violations.

RECOMMENDATION:  
Enter into an agreement with Bi-State to join the existing Municipal Code Enforcement System.
BUDGET IMPACT:
  The system is funded by the fines and costs collected. Other cities have reported better collection of fines and fees over using the Circuit Court.
