 DESCRIPTION:   Main Street Farmers Market Display 
  DISCUSSED BY: Marcia Lintz and Jeff Guthrie 
BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:   
Main Street has acquired a planter from John Deere and would like the opportunity to place it at the cross roads 
of 7th Street and 12th Avenue.  The planter would act as both a display and signage to the Main Street Market, 
which will operate April 30th thru October.  The market hours will be each Monday and Thursday from 2 pm to 
6 pm.  The Main Street organization would change the look throughout the season and incorporate new 
decorative elements.  Main Street will place the planter on a mulch base so mowing would not create additional 
work for the City. 
 
RECOMMENDATION:     
City Council determination.  Because of its close proximity to railroad tracks, staff recommends that the display 
(planter) be securely anchored in order to prevent its relocation by others.  Because of its rusty appearance, staff 
also recommends that the display be refinished and painted so as not to appear to be abandoned junk. 
 
Regarding the placement of the series of signs on the city property adjacent to the 12th Avenue Right-of-Way, 
staff recommends the filing of a site plan and a review by the Traffic Safety Officer.
