BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:

Denise will present information on the services the Bi-State Regional Commission provides.

Bi-State Regional Commission is designated as an Economic Development District (EDD) by the U.S. Department of Commerce
Economic Development Administration (EDA). EDA is one of the few federal agencies which include Bi-State's lowa counties in
one district served by the Chicago regional office. Bi-State, as an EDD, is responsible for coordinating economic development
activities and offers assistance with regional and community economic development efforts throughout the five-county region.
Communities and counties continually seek ways to increase employment and improve the quality of life. Staff can provide a
variety of information and resources that may aid economic development activities.

Services include, Capital Improvement Programs, Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS), Grant Applications
for infrastructure, public facilities, law enforcement programs, recreation and open space, housing rehabilitation, economic
development projects, and solid waste/recycling.

Grant Management for any type of awarded project, maintaining compliance with all applicable state and federal guidelines and
requirements.

Data and Information - Bi-State Regional Commission is the one-stop center for data and information services in the Bi-State
region. Our Data Graphics Center compiles a vast array of up-to-date information related to the five-county region and the states of
Illinois and lowa. The Center is a federal repository for census documents and publications. A large store of information describing

the socioeconomic characteristics of the Region (or any part within) is maintained. This type of information is helpful in attracting
new business and assisting business expansion decisions.

The Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) Program provides gap financing for business startups or expansions that create or retain jobs.

DESCRIPTION: IMRF Rate Discussion
DISCUSSED BY:  Jim Hughes

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:

The City Council must decide what rate they want to pay for the 2010 IMRF rate. Due to the large market
loss the IMRF rates have increased substantially. Because of the public outcry the IMRF Board of Directors
came up with a Phase-in Rate. This year our Annual Required Contribution was 5.92%. Our Annual
Required Contribution (ARC) is 11.08% for 2010 which is an increase of $97,105. We are allowed to use
the Phase-in Rate of 8.46% which would only be an increase of $47,798.

There are issues in selecting the lower Phase —in rate.

First, we will have to show an Unfunded Pension Liability of $49,307, the difference between our ARC and
the Phase-in rate.

Secondly, we will pay the difference within 5 years with 7% compounded interest. We have always been
over 100% funded in our IMRF Fund so this has kept our rate low. This levy amount would have been much
greater if we were still paying water and sewer pensions out of the tax levy. We will have the chance to
select the lower rate now and if we decide at a later date to levy more for pensions we can send an additional
payment to IMRF.

RECOMMENDATION: Levy the Annual Required Contribution. We will have to pay it eventually, if
we pay it now, we are not paying it back with interest.

BUDGET IMPACT: Would require an increase in the tax levy for IMRF.

DESCRIPTION: 9™ Ave / 21% Street Drainage Improvements
DISCUSSED BY: Tim Kammler — Director of Engineering

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:

There is poor existing drainage near the intersection of 9" Avenue and 21% Street, and residents have made
complaints about standing water on the streets in this area, particularly immediately east and north of this
intersection. As part of the 2009 Capital Improvement Program, some minor construction was planned to
help alleviate the surface drainage issues in this area, if funds permitted. Proposed improvements include the
installation of three new stormwater inlets, storm sewer pipe, drain tile, surface restoration and related work.

Existing Drainage Capital Improvement funds are being spent toward the City’s required co-pay for the
FEMA-related City-wide drainage repairs that are taking place around the City, as previously approved by
the Council. For this project to proceed this year, payment would need to come from surplus funds in the
$2.5 Million in debt certificates borrowed for the levee work, Butterworth Lagoon dredging & spillway
repair, and other drainage improvements. If approved by the Council, it is recommended that due to its small
scope, this work be performed on a time & material basis by Miller Trucking & Excavating as part of their
City-wide drainage repair/improvement project.

RECOMMENDATION:

Either (1) Approve the proposed work for construction this year using debt certificate funds, or
(2) Approve the project for construction next year using Drainage Capital Improvement funds
(revenue generated from the new stormwater utility).

BUDGET IMPACT:
Estimated cost of $30,000 that would be funded through Drainage Improvement Debt Certificate funds
