BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:

The Maintenance Services Department has 3 Labrie 1 man refuse trucks, 2002 and 2004 models. They ha
become a daily maintenance issue andaasafety hazard on the road. To date we have spent $20,522.38 to
repair and will have to spend over $20,000.00 more in repairs as packer units need replaced, plates need to
welded in the hoppers to stop the refuse from oozing onto the roadway becohnealghaand safety issue.

The trucks are held together by welding, epoxy and bypass wiring switches and safety devices to keep ther
running.

The Maintenance Services Department has received an option to lease through Key Equipment Co. and Lari
on the Fedral Texas Government Purchase Coopertive bid program for $45,651.36 a year for five years for
the leasef a refuse truck with a $1.00 at the esfdhe leaséo purchase.
