                                     DESCRIPTION:    Kennedy Drive ï Consultant Contract for Design 

 DISCUSSED BY:  Tim Kammler, Director of Engineering 

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:    

 

Kennedy Drive is in need of substantial improvements between 17
th
 Avenue and Avenue of the Cities, and 

minor patching south of Avenue of the Cities to East Molineôs south corporate limit.  Proposed 

improvements include pavement patching, subgrade repair, structural asphalt resurfacing, replacement of 

portions of storm sewers and drainage inlets as necessary, complete removal and replacement of sidewalks to 

meet ADA standards, re-configuration of the intersection at 30
th
 Avenue, and related work.  The City is 

receiving STP (Surface Transportation Program) funds to fund 80% of the proposed project expense. As 

such, all design work, cost estimates, specifications, submittals and bid documents must be prepared in strict 

accordance with STP guidelines, which is a very time-consuming and meticulous process. 

 

Due to the size and complexity of this project as well as the on-going workload and current lack of design 

staff, the Engineering Dept. requires consultant assistance for design and plan preparation of this project.  

While he was still employed at East Moline, Rick McDaniel (now at Shive-Hattery) started work on this 

project, and as such, Mr. McDaniel and his team would be well-suited to finish the project.  A contract 

proposal has been obtained from Shive-Hattery to perform the required professional services; this document 

is attached for review and consideration.  The design schedule is aggressive in order to meet IDOTôs STP 

submittal deadlines, and a Spring 2012 bid letting is anticipated. 

 

RECOMMENDATION:  

Approve the contract proposal from Shive-Hattery as recommended, subject to final STP award at the 

Transportation Policy Committee Meeting on September 27, 2011 at which East Moline will be represented 

by Mayor Thodos.

                                     DESCRIPTION:    Jacobôs Park ï Consultant Contract for Design 

 DISCUSSED BY:  Tim Kammler, Director of Engineering 

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:    

Senator Mike Jacobs acquired a $900,000 grant for East Moline which is to be utilized to fund improvements 

to Jacobôs Park.  The Grant includes funding for design and construction of a small first phase of park 

improvements as well as the design and plan preparation of a much larger second phase of improvements.  

More information on the specific scope of work proposed is provided in the attached Preliminary Project 

Scope document. 

 

To select a consultant for the master planning, design and construction work for the park improvements as 

specified in the grant, City staff prepared and distributed a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to local 

architect and engineering consultants.  As part of this process, a selection team appointed by the Mayor 

reviewed the Statements of Qualifications (SOQs) submitted, interviewed a short-list of consulting firms, and 

selected a preferred consultant in accordance with the State of Illinois Qualification Based Selection process.  

The consultant selected was the team comprised of Gere-Dismer Architects and McClure Engineering.  Gere-

Dismer subsequently submitted a contract for the work outlined in the grant for review and consideration by 

the City Council. This contract is for the first two phases of design work that is anticipated for the master 

plan of Jacobôs Park, and follows the scope and sequence of work as outlined in the grant documents and the 

cityôs RFQ. 

 

 

RECOMMENDATION:   Approve the contract with Gere-Dismer Architects for Phase 1 design & 

construction services, and Phase 2 design services.
