                                     DESCRIPTION:   Plans & Bid Approval - Public Works Generator

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:  

 

In accordance with the FY2011-2012 Capital Improvement Plan as well as with prior direction from Council, 

Plans, Specifications Bidding and Contract Documents have been prepared for this project by KJWW 

Engineering and East Moline’s Engineering Dept. The proposed design was performed to minimize cost and 

maximize generator efficiency; the result of this design is a proposed 150KW Natural Gas Generator with auto 

transfer switch and electronic controls to stagger start-up of A/C air handler motors.  Complete plans, 

specifications and bidding documents are available for review and comment at the East Moline Engineering & 

Maintenance Facility.  A bid letting will be scheduled for early January 2012.  A complete tabulation of bids 

and formal recommendation from the Director of Engineering (pending reasonable bid prices) is anticipated to 

be distributed to the City Council prior to the January 17, 2012 regular Council Meeting. 
 

 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Approve the plans, specifications and bid letting for this project.  Pending COW approval, the bid letting will be 

conducted as planned and a construction contract will be brought to Council for final approval. 

 

 

BUDGET IMPACT:  

The budget for this project is $160,000. Equipment and construction cost is estimated at $145,000 by KJWW’s
