Included in this service is a collection for your larger items. This service is provided at no charge.
 All material must be out by 6 a.m Monday morning the week of bulk pickup.
Once the crews pass through your area, they will not return for late setouts.
* Bulk Item Limit: Each participating residence may set out up to 2 large items
and 1 cubic yard of miscellaneous waste (six 35-gallon trash carts).
* Large appliances, electronics and construction materials are prohibited.
» Miscellaneous bulk waste should be contained in bags or boxes. Uncontained items will not be collected.
Monday-Tueday collection will be the week of April 14th. Thursday-Friday collection will begin April 21st .
